A OCI has been designated by the Commissioner as the Point
Contact and Conduit for the Information Flow between the
FDA and the Intelligence Community (IC). CIA, NSA, DIA,
ODNI, DHS etc.

A OCI has a full time presence at the National Counterterrorism
Center (NCTC)

A OCI reviews intelligence reporting from the IC daily,
searching for threats that would impact consumer products
regulated by the FDA.
